
OAG GENERAL GRANT CONDITIONS AND ASSURANCES

The applicant gives assurances and certifies with respect to the grant that it will comply with the following requirements: 

REPORTS:  Each applicant shall submit such reports as the OAG shall reasonably request. Final Financial and project reports shall be submitted to the OAG no later than 30 days (June 30, 2017) following the close of the funded activity/project.  Final Invoices MUST be submitted prior to June 1, 2017 for reimbursement. 
PUBLICATIONS:  Any publications (written, visual, or sound) whether published at the recipient’s or the government’s expense shall contain the following statement:

This project was supported in whole or part by the Triad Crime Prevention for Seniors Grant Program awarded by the Virginia Office of the Attorney General (OAG).


The applicant also agrees that one copy of any such publication will be submitted to the OAG to be placed on file and distributed as appropriate to other potential applicants or interested parties.  The OAG may waive the requirement for submission of any specific publication upon submission of a request providing justification from the applicant. 

APPLICABLE LAWS AND COURTS:  This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be governed in all respects by the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia and any litigation with respect thereto shall be brought in the courts of the Commonwealth.  
ANTI-DISCRIMINATION:  Applicants certify to the Commonwealth that they will conform to the provisions of the Federal Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, as well as the Virginia Fair Employment Contracting Act of 1975, as amended, where applicable, the Virginians With Disabilities Act, the Americans With Disabilities Act and § 2.2-4311 of the Virginia Public Procurement Act (VPPA).  If the award is made to a faith-based organization, the organization shall not discriminate against any recipient of goods, services, or disbursements made pursuant to the contract on the basis of the recipient's religion, religious belief, refusal to participate in a religious practice, or on the basis of race, age, color, gender or national origin and shall be subject to the same rules as other organizations that contract with public bodies to account for the use of the funds provided; however, if the faith-based organization segregates public funds into separate accounts, only the accounts and programs funded with public funds shall be subject to audit by the public body. (Code of Virginia, § 2.2-4343.1E).
ETHICS IN PUBLIC CONTRACTING:  Applicants certify that their proposals are made without collusion or fraud and that they have not offered or received any kickbacks or inducements from any other applicant, supplier, manufacturer or subcontractor in connection with their application, and that they have not conferred on any public employee having official responsibility for this procurement transaction any payment, loan, subscription, advance, deposit of money, services or anything of more than nominal value, present or promised, unless consideration of substantially equal or greater value was exchanged.

IMMIGRATION REFORM AND CONTROL ACT OF 1986:  Applicants certify that they do not and will not during the performance of this contract employ illegal alien workers or otherwise violate the provisions of the federal Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986.

DEBARMENT STATUS:  Applicants certify that they are not currently debarred by the Commonwealth of Virginia from submitting bids or proposals on contracts for the type of goods and/or services covered by this solicitation, nor are they an agent of any person or entity that is currently so debarred.

ANTITRUST:  By entering into a contract, the contractor conveys, sells, assigns, and transfers to the Commonwealth of Virginia all rights, title and interest in and to all causes of action it may now have or hereafter acquire under the antitrust laws of the United States and the Commonwealth of Virginia, relating to the particular goods or services purchased or acquired by the Commonwealth of Virginia under said contract.

PAYMENT:
1. to Prime Contractor:
a. Invoices for items ordered, delivered and accepted shall be submitted by the contractor directly to the payment address shown on the purchase order/contract.  All invoices shall show the state contract number and/or purchase order number; and the taxpayer identification number of the vendor.

b. Any payment terms requiring payment in less than 30 days will be regarded as requiring payment 30 days after invoice or delivery, whichever occurs last.
c. All goods or services provided under this contract or purchase order, that are to be paid for with public funds, shall be billed by the contractor at the contract price, regardless of which public agency is being billed.
d. The following shall be deemed to be the date of payment: the date of postmark in all cases where payment is made by mail, or the date of offset when offset proceedings have been instituted as authorized under the Virginia Debt Collection Act.
e. Final Invoices MUST be submitted prior to June 1, 2017 for reimbursement. 
2. to Subcontractors:
a. A contractor is obligated to either pay its subcontractor or notify the OAG and the subcontractor, in writing, of any intention to withhold payment, and the reason.  If the contractor does not intend to withhold payment, the subcontractor must pay its subcontractor(s) within seven days of the contractor’s receipt of payment from the Commonwealth for the proportionate share of the payment received for work performed by the subcontractor(s) under the contract.

b. The contractor is obligated to pay the subcontractor(s) interest at the rate of one percent per month (unless otherwise provided under the terms of the contract) on all amounts owed by the contractor that remain unpaid seven (7) days following receipt of payment from the Commonwealth, except for amounts withheld.  The date of mailing of any payment by U. S. Mail is deemed to be payment to the addressee.  These provisions apply to each sub-tier contractor performing under the primary contract.  A contractor’s obligation to pay an interest charge to a subcontractor may not be construed to be an obligation of the Commonwealth.

ASSIGNMENT OF CONTRACT:  A contract shall not be assignable by the contractor in whole or in part without the written consent of the Commonwealth.

CHANGES TO THE CONTRACT:  The parties may agree in writing to modify the scope of the contract.  An increase or decrease in the price of the contract resulting from such modification shall be agreed to by the parties as a part of their written agreement to modify the scope of the contract.

TAXES:  Sales to the Commonwealth of Virginia are normally exempt from State sales tax.  State sales and use tax certificates of exemption, Form ST-12, will be issued upon request.  Deliveries against this contract shall usually be free of Federal excise and transportation taxes.  The Commonwealth’s excise tax exemption registration number is 54-73-0076K.

INSURANCE:  The applicant certifies that if awarded the contract, it will have the following insurance coverage at the time the contract is awarded.  The applicant further certifies that the contractor and any subcontractors will maintain the insurance coverage during the entire term of the contract and that all insurance coverage will be provided by insurance companies authorized to sell insurance in Virginia by the Virginia State Corporation Commission.

MINIMUM INSURANCE COVERAGES AND LIMITS REQUIRED: 
1. Workers’ Compensation - Statutory requirements and benefits.  Coverage is compulsory for employers of three or more employees, to include the employer. Contractors who fail to notify the Commonwealth of increases in the number of employees that change their workers’ compensation requirements under the Code of Virginia during the course of the contract shall be in noncompliance with the contract.
2. Employer’s Liability - $100,000.
3. Commercial General Liability - $1,000,000 per occurrence.  Commercial General Liability is to include bodily injury and property damage, personal injury and advertising injury, products and completed operations coverage.  The Commonwealth of Virginia must be named as an additional insured and so endorsed on the policy.

NONDISCRIMINATION OF CONTRACTORS:  An applicant shall not be discriminated against in the solicitation or award of this contract because of race, religion, color, sex, national origin, age, disability, faith-based organizational status, any other basis prohibited by state law relating to discrimination in employment or because the applicant employs ex-offenders.
SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

AUDIT:  The contractor shall retain all books, records, and other documents relative to this contract for five (5) years after final payment, or until audited by the Commonwealth of Virginia, whichever is sooner.  The OAG, its authorized agents, and/or state auditors shall have full access to and the right to examine any of said materials during said period.

AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS:  It is understood and agreed between the parties herein that the OAG shall be bound hereunder only to the extent of the funds available or which may hereafter become available for the purpose of this agreement.
CANCELLATION OF CONTRACT:  The OAG reserves the right to cancel and terminate any resulting contract, in part or in whole, without penalty, upon 60 days written notice to the contractor.  Any contract cancellation notice shall not relieve the contractor of the obligation to deliver and/or perform on all outstanding orders issued prior to the effective date of cancellation.

PRIME CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES:  The contractor shall be responsible for completely supervising and directing the work under this contract and all subcontractors that he may utilize, using his best skill and attention.  Subcontractors who perform work under this contract shall be responsible to the prime contractor.  The contractor agrees that he is as fully responsible for the acts and omissions of his subcontractors and of persons employed by them as he is for the acts and omissions of his own employees.

CONFIDENTIALITY:  The contractor assures that information and data obtained as to personal facts and circumstances related to patients or clients will be collected and held confidential, during and following the term of this agreement, and will not be divulged without the individual’s and the OAG’s written consent.  Any information to be disclosed, except to the OAG, must be in summary, statistical, or other form which does not identify particular individuals.
OWNERSHIP OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY:  All copyright and patent rights to all papers, reports, forms, materials, creations, or inventions created or developed in the performance of this contract shall become the sole property of the Commonwealth.  On request, the contractor shall promptly provide an acknowledgment or assignment in a tangible form satisfactory to the Commonwealth to evidence the Commonwealth’s sole ownership of specifically identified intellectual property created or developed in the performance of the contract.
